MOTION

WHEREAS Woodroffe Avenue between Richmond Road and Carling Avenue has
two public schools in its immediate vicinity with Woodroffe Avenue Public School
facing Woodroffe Avenue and

WHEREAS many students to both Woodroffe Avenue public school and Our Lady
of Fatima walk to school and must cross over Woodroffe Avenue, and

WHEREAS Woodroffe Avenue will soon be receiving an automated speed camera
to ticket vehicles going over the speed limit and

WHEREAS the school hour speed limit on this stretch of road was 40 kph during
school hours but went back to 50 kph when school was not in session and these
flashing school hour speed limit signs will be removed and

WHEREAS Woodroffe Park is also a community destination for residents in
Woodpark and Woodroffe North communities who must cross Woodroffe Avenue
to get there and



WHEREAS the speed limit on Woodroffe Avenue from SJAM Parkway to
Richmond Road is 30 kph along with the speed limits in the adjacent Carlingwood
community west of Woodroffe and the Woodpark community east of Woodroffe
and both sides of the Woodroffe North community;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT Transportation Committee recommend
Council approve that the speed limit on Woodroffe Avenue between Richmond
Road and Carling Avenue be reduced to 40 kph permanently to put community
safety ahead of motor vehicles.
