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PART A - THE PREAMBLE

1. Purpose

The purpose of this Official Plan amendment is to make various minor corrections,
clarifications and updates to the Plan to ensure that the plan is up-to-date, clear and
accurate.

2. Location

The amendment affects lands city wide as well as the general urban area and locally.
Where a single property is affected this is reflected in the details of the amendment.

3. Basis

The basis for the amendments arises from Section 11.7 of the Official Plan. This section
details technical amendments to the Plan.

Background

The policy modifications proposed in this amendment — in the form of updates to both
the text and schedules have generally been identified as either corrections (of errors,
omissions, oversights), clarifications to improve the application of policies consistent the
goals and objectives of the Plan and the 2020 Provincial Policy Statement, and
necessary updates based on changes to legislation, guidelines, or to better align with
the overall intent of the Plan as approved by Council and the Minister of Municipal
Affairs and Housing.

Rationale

The rationale for each amendment is presented in Part C — Appendix.



PART B — THE AMENDMENT
1. Introduction

The various amendments described in Part C constitute a series of Omnibus
amendments to the Plan intended to correct various errors, omissions and provide
necessary updates arising since ministerial approval of the Plan. Combined with the
amendments described in Document 2 — Rural these amendments constitute
Amendment No. XX to the Official Plan for the City of Ottawa.
