Approve a direction that all in-stream applications for the
Brownfield Redevelopment Community Improvement Plan,
deemed complete prior to December 14, 2022, be cancelled and
that any funding requests be resubmitted and evaluated based on
the new restructured Brownfield Redevelopment policy;

Amend the existing brownfield application repayment provisions
as detailed in this report.
