Purpose of the Report

The purpose of this report is to provide the client with a detailed description of all protected trees on
site as per the City of Ottawa’s Tree Protection By-law No. 2020-340. This report is part of a Committee
of Adjustment application to the City of Ottawa and considers the impact that the proposed
development will have on the trees. The assessment of the suitability of tree retention is based on the
information provided at the time of report preparation which includes:

e Survey by JD Barnes Ltd., dated January 19, 2023
¢ Site plan by Justin Seguin residential architecture and interiors, dated July 25, 2024

Update for version 2.0: This report updates the previous version, dated May 13, 2024, with a new site
plan provided by the client. Recommendations around tree retention have changed due to this new
information.

This assessment does not consider additional factors that could influence tree retainability such as:

e site grading, and requirement for retaining walls and/or swales
¢ installation of services for the new units

e capping of existing water and sewer services

¢ installation of gas lines for the new units

e sjte access

The potential for retaining those tree(s) identified for retention in this report may change as more
information on the site-specific construction details is provided during the building permitting phase.
For those trees that are recommended for retention, mitigation measures are provided to reduce the
impact during construction. It should be noted that the construction phase includes all site works that
could impact trees, from the capping of services at the beginning to the final landscaping steps at the
end.

While a rationale for removing trees may be provided based on document review, this report does not
grant permission to remove trees: a permit from the city must be received before removal of
distinctive trees can occur.
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Methodology

The following materials were reviewed as part of this report:

e Survey

e Site plan

e GeoOttawa tree inventory layer and aerial photography
o Google© Street View imagery — various years

A site visit was conducted to collect the following information from each tree classified as protected
under the City of Ottawa’s Tree Protection By-law No. 2020-340:

e Diameter at breast height (1.3 m from grade)
e Species
e Tree health

Existing site information

The site is currently occupied by a 2-storey building that appears to be empty and is in disrepair. To the
south of the building is a large asphalt parking area. There is a cedar hedge running along the east
property boundary — this hedge is approximately 12 feet tall and consists of approximately 30 stems all
below 10cm DBH. The stems appear to be almost entirely on the subject property.

Appendix A is an inventory of all trees that are protected under City of Ottawa Tree Protection (By-law
No. 2020-340) on the site and adjacent City property. This includes Distinctive Trees (private trees with a
diameter at breast height (dbh) of 30 cm or greater) and city-owned trees of all sizes. It also includes
Distinctive Trees on adjacent properties whose Critical Root Zone (CRZ) extend into the subject area. The
CRZ is an area around the trunk with a radius equivalent to 10 times the diameter of the trunk. This does
not take into account infrastructure such as buildings and asphalt and assumes the tree has no
restrictions on root growth.
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Proposed development and Tree protection

The proposed development at this site includes demolishing and rebuilding the existing dwelling on the
same foundation. This should allow for the retention of Trees 1-3, as less root zone disruption is
expected. Foot and machine traffic near the trees is to be kept to a minimum, and fencing as described
below and shown in the map is to be erected only far enough from the wall to allow construction access.
Most major branches from these trees are not close to the existing wall, but if any clearance pruning is
required it is to be completed by a certified arborist.

H1 is a cedar hedge at the northeast property boundary. This hedge appears to fall right on the property
line between city and private property. There are approximately 20 stems between 7 and 24cm DBH.
Most of the hedge seems pruned and maintained, but the stem closest to the existing building has not
been pruned and grown a large canopy. While some stems could be retained based on the proposed
plans, it is likely the level of activity on site as well as the removal of the majority of the hedge for the
proposed driveways will cause decline in any stems retained. It is therefore recommended that the
entire hedge be removed.

The proposed walkway is 1.3m from Tree 6. This is 3.7x the DBH, which is generally within best practices
for retaining stability. What is more, where the walkway is proposed is currently an asphalt parking area
and it is unclear how many roots the tree may have developed under the hard surface. As the tree has
rooting space on the adjacent property, it may be able to withstand impacts from construction, and is
therefore recommended for retention in an effort to retain streetscape canopy. When removing Tree 5,
the stump is to be ground or the roots around the stump are to be severed so as not to disturb any roots
of Tree 6 which may be entangled with those of Tree 5.

Tree Protection

Prior to any site works, protective fencing should be installed around the Tree Protection Area as
indicated in the attached Tree Information Map and maintained until all construction on site has been
completed as per the City of Ottawa Tree Protection Specifications (March 2021).

Failure to install and maintain fencing as shown on the attached map may result in fines from the city.

Within the fenced area, the following tree protection guidelines should be applied:

e Do not change the grade

e Do not store construction material

e Do not operate machinery

e Do not convert to hard surface or change the landscaping

e Do not excavate unless it is a method that has been pre-approved by the City
e Do not place signs, notices or posters to any tree

e Do not damage the root system, trunk, or branches of any tree

e Direct the exhaust away from the tree

The tree protection fencing must be 1.2 m in height and constructed of a rigid or framed material (e.g.
modulus — steel, plywood hoarding, or snow fence on a 2”X4” wood frame) with posts 2.4 m apart such
that the fence location cannot be altered. All supports must be placed outside of the CRZ and
installation must minimize damage to existing roots.
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If the fenced tree protection area must be reduced to facilitate construction, one of the following
mitigation measures should be applied:

e Place a layer of 6-12 inches (15 to 30 cm) of woodchip mulch to the area

e Apply % (2 cm) inch plywood, or road mats over a 4+ inch (10 cm) thick layer of the wood
chip mulch

e Apply 4-6 inches (10 to 15 cm) of gravel over a taut, staked, geotextile fabric

All deciduous trees must be a minimum of 50 mm in diameter measured no less than 15 cm above ground level. Coniferous trees must be no less than 200 cm in height.

KEY SPACING GUIDELINES

For Deciduous Trees:

e  Minimum 50mm caliper stock
e 1.5m from sidewalks, driveways, walkways, fences, sound walls, and old

stumps.

e 2.5m from curbs, hydro transformers, or behind fire hydrants
e 4-7m from any part of an existing tree, depending on canopy width
e 10m from bus shelters and community mailboxes

For Coniferous Trees:

e Follow same setbacks as deciduous, but due to the widest branching being at
the base of the tree, conifers need greater setbacks for ground-level

obstacles.

e  Minimum 200cm height stock
e 4.5m setbacks from sidewalks, walkways, driveways, and curbs.
e Do not plant on corners where sight lines will be compromised.

TREES MUST BE WATERED REGULARLY FOLLOWING PLANTING TO ENSURE

PROPER ESTABLISHMENT.

On average, a young tree needs 6 gallons (24 liters) of water twice per week. (Do
not water using a sprinkler as water on the foliage can lead to fungal infection)
Placing a ring of mulch around the planting hole will help reduce water loss.
Ensure no mulch is touching the base of the tree.
