BACKGROUND

Under Section 323 (1), (2), (3) and (5) of the Municipal Act, 2001 and Ontario
Regulation 384/98 “Tax Matters - Universities and Other Institutions”, municipalities are
entitled to levy an amount of $75 per full-time student in attendance at universities and
colleges, $75 per resident place in correctional institutions, $75 per bed in public
hospitals and $75 per place in provincial educational institutions. This has been the
method of billing these institutions for some time.

DISCUSSION

Section 323 of the Municipal Act, 2001, allows municipalities to levy by by-law, annual
amounts from various provincial public institutions. The proposed by-laws in
Documents 1 to 4 would authorize such levies.

The Ministry of Municipal Affairs and Housing has provided, by letter dated June 18,
2019, a listing of capacities for the year 2018 for institutions designated as eligible for
payment under section 323 of the Municipal Act. The 2019 annual amount will generate
an estimated revenue totalling $6,797,100. In 2018, this revenue was $6,557,400.

RURAL IMPLICATIONS
There are no rural implications to approving the recommendations in this report.
CONSULTATION

There was no public consultation, as the Municipal Act allows municipalities to levy the
prescribed amounts from the designated institutions. The City Clerk and Solicitor
Department was consulted in the preparation of the proposed by-laws (Documents 1 to
4).

COMMENTS BY THE WARD COUNCILLOR(S)

This is a city-wide issue.
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LEGAL IMPLICATIONS
There are no legal impediments to approving the recommendations in this report.
RISK MANAGEMENT IMPLICATIONS

There are no risk implications to approving the recommendations in this report. The
Municipal Act, 2001 contains provisions enabling the municipality to levy the prescribed
amount upon the institutions cited in the report.

FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS

The 2019 annual levy payable to the City of Ottawa is estimated to be $6,797,100 which
is an increase of $435,929 from the amount already accounted for during the budget
preparation of $6,361,171.

ACCESSIBILITY IMPACTS

There are no accessibility impacts to approving the recommendations in this report.
TERM OF COUNCIL PRIORITIES

This meets Council’s priority with respect to Financial Responsibility.
SUPPORTING DOCUMENTATION

Documents 1 to 4 — draft by-laws (4) to levy an annual amount upon colleges and
universities, correctional institutions, public hospitals or provincial mental health facilities
and provincial education institutions.

DISPOSITION

Revenue Services will invoice designated institutions to levy the 2019 annual amounts
payable to the City of Ottawa on or after July 1, 2019. The City Clerk and Solicitor
Department will place the required by-laws on the agenda of Council for enactment.
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
