Board Governance   

We continue to host monthly board meetings during COVID-19 restrictions.  Participation 
continues to be strong.

Partner Update

can aid in crime prevention.

Financial 

Fundraising activities have been seriously impacted during this pandemic.  As you know, 
we do not receive any direct taxpayer funding to support the program.  Community 
support from the local business community had diminished as has some of our other 
initiatives.  We will require more financial assistance in 2021 as we re-build our reserves 
and continue to offer services to the community.  We remain optimistic that we will be 
able to host a 2021 fundraising golf tournament in late August or early September.  Stay 
tuned for future information in the weeks ahead.
