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Chown added that it would
be “several years” before the
first house is built. He said
they hope to take the final
design to the city by the sum-
mer, and then builders can
begin their subdivision plans.
Public meetings will be held
concerning all submissions.

STUDENT DESIGNS

After hearing about the
adult workshop held in Octo-
ber, Michelle DeGrandmont
pitched the idea of having stu-
dents take part in the design
process as well.

“With four schools going in
there, I thought, “Why aren’t
the kids involved?’” said the
mother of five boys.

Jack Donohue and South
March public schools chal-
lenged their classes to create
the new community based on
the requirements outlined in
the public workshop and using
the same maps. All the groups
had to submit their reasoning
behind their designs. In total,
83 students between the ages
of 11 and 14 took part in the
project.

“They thought it would be
really great to have large play-
grounds instead of portables,”
said DeGrandmont.

She added that a number of
the students said they would
buy a home in a community
they helped create.

The students studied popu-
lation growth, density, water

and sewer needs and other key
development concepts as part
of the project.

One group placed their
schools far apart from each
other but close to parks, retail
and a library.

“This community will save
you time so you don’t have to
go across the city in a snow-
storm to get to the mall,” the
group wrote.

“We put our schools here
because it gave some area for
the buses to go around ... Our
schools are near parks and li-
brary’s (sic).”

Chown said the students’
work will be credited in the
project’s final documents.

“I think that’s fantastic that
they did that,” he said.
